(Fig. 2)

Install batteries before using. When
the motor speed decreases, new
batteries should be installed.

Move the switch to the “0” position
and open the battery cover. Insert two
new AAA Alkaline batteries (as
shown) and replace the battery
cover.

The Alkaline batteries will last ap-
proximately one month if used once
a week (about 25 minutes each time).

How to use

1) Insert the attachment on the at-
tachment stem until it clicks in
place.

Please refer to “Smart ways to
use” to select the appropriate at-
tachment. (Fig. 3)

2) Turn the unit on by sliding the 0/1
switch to “1” position for low
speed, and “2” position for high
speed setting.

To reduce the risk of injury to
cuticles only use the cuticle at-
tachment with “1” position (low
speed). “2” position (high speed)
is recommended for smoothing
and buffing. Filing can be safely
done on either speed.

For best results, please place
your fingers on a table so that
they will not move during opera-
tion.

Smart ways to use

File (Fig. 4)

Use this attachment to shape your
nails.

Move the switch to the “1” or “2” po-
sition then hold the file to your nail at
a 45° angle as shown.

Cuticle Treatment (Fig. 5)

Use this attachment to push the cu-
ticle. Use only at low, “1” setting.
Move the switch to the “1” position
and place the side of the tip to the
cuticle.

Caution: Do not use this attachment
if you are a diabetic.

NOTE:

Although it is best to file the nails
while they are dry, cuticles respond
best immediately after bathing or
soaking in warm water.

Surface Smoother (pink) (Fig. 6)
Use this attachment to smooth ridges
and imperfections on the nail’'s sur-
face.

Move the switch to the “2” position
before placing the pink side against
the nail’s surface to smooth.

Buffer (blue) (Fig. 6)

Use this attachment to polish the
nail’s surface.

Move the switch to the “2” position
before placing the blue side against

the nail’s surface. Move it horizontally
to polish the entire nail.

NOTE:

It is our recommendation that the
surface smoother (pink) be used ap-
proximately twice a month and the
buffer (blue) once a week. More fre-
quent use may weaken the nail.

Using self-adhesive replacements
(Fig. 7)

Before using a new self-adhesive
replacement, wipe the attachment
clean with a lint-free cloth.

Caution:

* Do not overuse the surface
smoother. It may weaken the nails.
Attachments will last longer if nails
are clean before use.

Do not cut nails too closely or over-
press the cuticle - injury may result.
A solid surface is best for an error-
free manicure.

Do not mix old and new batteries.
Do not use rechargeable batteries
or any kind of battery other than
alkaline AAA batteries.

Remove the batteries if the prod-
uct will not be used for a long pe-
riod of time. (more than 60 days)
(If left in the battery compartment,
leakage may result.)

If the surface of the attachment
comes into contact with water; oil
or the nail surfaces are wet, the
effectiveness of the attachments
may be permanently reduced. Al-
ways use with clean, dry hands.
During use, do not apply force on
the attachment to the extent that
its movement might be prohibited.
Malfunction or injury to the nail may
result.

Do not wash the main body with
water.
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In addition, do not store the nail

trimmer in places with high humid-

ity (such as the bathroom and etc.).
¢ Clean the main body by a clean,

dry, lint-free cloth.

Do not use solvents or harsh clean-

ers.

Use this product only for its intended
use, as described in this manual.
