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1. POWER BUTTON (PWR)
Press it to turn on/off the unit.

2. VOLUME KNOB (voL)

Rotate the knob to increase or decrease the volume level and then tune light and volume light will flash at
the same time.

3. LO/DX BUTTON
Press this button once for weak signal area. Press it once again for strong signal area.

4. ILL BUTTON
Press it to select illumination colour.

5. TONE CONTROL
Rotate the knob to left or right for desired Tone level.

6. BALANCE CONTROL
Rotate the knob to left or right for desired Balance level.

7. STEREO BUTTON (ST)
Press the button for stereo mode.

8. AM/FM BUTTON
Press the button for AM or FM reception.
